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Covid 19 Information
· Parents are still not allowed to enter the building for drop off and pick up. 
· Parents are to wear a face covering at drop off and pick up  to minimise transmission.
· Baby room children are to be dropped off and picked up at the main door. 
· Children who attend the downstairs playroom will drop off and pick up at the garden gate (we will have a doorbell on the gate).
· Children and staff are to keep nails short. 
· Children and staff are to wear clean clothing /uniform each day attending the setting. 
· Staff and children are to wear hair tied up, where possible, to avoid touching of the face. 


Self Isolation guidance for under 5’s for Covid 19

If your child is under 5 and has been identified as a close contact of a confirmed case by track and trace :

1. It’s a good idea to book a PCR test for your child/ren if you can but they don’t have to get a test if they find it hard to be tested. This reflects the lower risks of infection and transmission in this age group, and the fact that younger children may find it harder to tolerate testing.
1. Children under 5 who have no symptoms or have managed to go for a PCR and get a negative result do not need to self isolate.
1. Children should not be escorted to nursery by a parent or carer if the parent or carer is positive for Covid 19 or showing symptoms of Covid 19. 

Your child must stay at home and take a test if :

1. If they show any of the three main symptoms of Covid 19 they must isolate until a negative PCR result has came back. 
1. In the case of a child showing the symptom of a high temperature they must be 48 hours symptom free of the high temperature along with a negative PCR result before returning to the setting.


Belongings

· All children’s items must be labelled i.e. shoes, lunch boxes, jackets and hats.
· Children are to take a bag with changes of clothes.
· Comforters are allowed but we strongly discourage any other toys or unnecessary items coming from home.
· Babes will provide children with their own high – Vis  vest and rain suit which will be allocated to them and babes will clean. 
· Parents must provide appropriate footwear for all weather as we are no longer allowed to use the settings footwear for the children. 


Mealtimes 

· Babes will continue to provide snacks am and pm. Staff will prepare and serve it straight onto their plates to reduce children handling the food that others will eat. 


Staffing 

· Babes have employed more staff to ensure adequate staffing levels during times of cleaning, staff absence, isolation periods and the like.

Social distancing 

· Children under 5 do not need to social distance from one another or from the staff in their rooms. 



Sunscreen

· Babes will supply boots factor 50 sultan sunscreen for all children. If your child is unable to use this sunscreen please supply their own, named bottle that can be kept on the premises. 


Activities 

· Playdoh is now allowed to be used in the setting and fresh playdoh will be made on the day and binned at end of each session. 
· Water play – water tray will be emptied and disinfected at regular intervals throughout the day. 
· Outdoor sand pit – will be cleaned at end of session and in between different rooms using the garden area. 


From 5pm to 5:30 there will be limited resources out to provide staff time to clean resources ready for the next session. 

All these control measurements will be under constant review.
